VERB CONJUGATION

e Verbs in Spanish may be either REGULAR or IRREGULAR
o Regular verbs follow a pattern
o Irregular verbs don’t follow a pattern

e Spanish verbs in the infinitive form (also known as the
unconjugated form) will always end in -ar, -er, and -ir.
o If you take those endings out, you are left with the
stem
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Ejemplos navidenos

cantar villancicos (to sing Christmas carols) — which ends in -ar
comer tamales (to eat tamales) — which ends in -er
e abrir los regalos (to open the presents) — which ends in -ir

Stems: cant-, com-, and abr-
